Imperial Postal

The Imperial Postal Shoot is upon us!
This tournament will begin in June and end
in October with the winners announced at
the Imperial Coronation feast in November.
Future shoots will begin in November and
end in October (that's right, lyear). You
can view the scores as they are posted at
this link:

Updates will occasionally be printed in the
Adrian Herald as well. The rules for
conducting the Imperial Postal Shoot is as
follows:

1. Organization of the tournament is the
responsibility of The Imperial Minister of
Archery and/or his/her deputies. All
scores are to be turned in to the
designated person for recording.

2. Running of the tournament will be the
responsibility of the Ministers of Archery
for each subdivision.

3. Target archery only, no combat archery

a. Standard (non-timed) shoot

b. Speed shoot (30 second limit)
5. Tournament will run for 1 year (12
shoots total in each of the 2 categories)
6. Each month archers will shoot 2 rounds
of 6 arrows, the best score between the 2
will be sent to the Imperial level for
recording (2 rounds standard, 1 is
recorded. 2 rounds speed shoot, 1 is
recorded)
7. Average score is statistical and does
not directly apply towards overall score.
8. Monthly scores will be recorded and
posted publicly either in the Adrian Herald
or on the Internet (both if possible).
9. Mundane Name, Game Name and
Subdivision need to be recorded along with
score for each participant.
10. There is no fee for participation, except
of course, where the parks require site
fees.
11. Prizes will be awarded at the end of
the 12th shoot for best score in each
category.

a. Best YTD score

b. Best YTD Speed Score

c. 2nd Place YTD score

d. 2nd Place YTD Speed Score
12. Imperial Postal Shoot does not count
towards knighthood.
13. Only one shoot per month counts.
Archers may participate at as many
different events as they want just like in
tournament, but only one score will be
recorded.
14. Scores are to be turned into the
designated person by the second Sunday
of each month. Scores received after that
date will be discarded (i.e., December
Scores to be received by second Sunday
in January).
15. All Ministers of Archery (Imperial and
Local) are responsible for keeping back up
records.
16. Incomplete or illegible entries will be
disregarded.
17. Scoring is as the same as written in
the Imperial Writ regarding Target Archery.
The standard 60cm FITA target will be
used. If the 60cm is not available you may
use an accurate facsimile. All courses are
to be fired at 20 yards. Targets will be
scored as follows:
The inner yellow circle 10X
The middle yellow circle: 10
The outer yellow circle: 9
The inner red circle: 8
The outer red circle: 7

Below you will find the recipe for the
Strawberry Spinach Salad that was served
at the Coronation Feast for Queen
Aislynne. This modern recipe incorporates
the blending of flavors that have been
around since medieval times, specifically
the use of fresh greens, fruits

and nuts served in a vnegar and oil based
dressing. Enjoy!

Strawberry Spinach Salad
(Adapted from a recipe in The Pampered
Chef Spring/Summer Catalog)

Dressing:

1 lemon (1/2 tsp. zest; 2 Thsp lemon juice)
2 Thsps. white wine vinegar

1/3-cup sugar

1 Tbsp. vegetable oil

1 tsp. poppy seeds

Salad:

1/4 cup toasted sliced almonds

1-pint strawberries (sliced)

1/2 medium cucumber, sliced and cut in
half

1/4 small red onion, sliced into thin
wedges

1 pkg. (6 0z.) baby spinach

For Dressing:

Zest and juice lemon. Combine zest,
juice, vinegar, sugar, oil and poppy seeds
in a small bowl. Whisk until well blended.
Cover,; refrigerate until ready to use.

For Salad:

Toast almonds and let cool completely.
Hull

strawberries and slice into quarters. Slice
cucumber into thin slices then cut slices in
half. Slice onion into thin wedges.

Place spinach in a large serving bowl. Add
strawberries, cucumber and onion. Whisk
dressing; pour over salad, gently tossing to
coat. Sprinkle with almonds.
